
Adding Features to Pages

There are a number of features that Liquid Matrix has provided prebuilt code for, which can be embedded into pages as we build them. Some others have been developed in-house. Most can be added to any page, but some require that they be on pages which use one of the “Admission Path” type of templates.
Important Notes

This can be added to any page, usually in the far right column. It looks like this:
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Copy the sample code below into the right-hand column to add Important Notes to a page. Change the text inbetween the DIV tag of class=”importantNotes Text”.  Also change  the URL associated with the “more” link:

Survey

This can be added to any page, usually in the far right column. It requires that at least one survey question has already been built though, using the ActiveCampus Console. e There you can develop the questions and possible answers etc. If there are multiple questions, the visitor will only see one question. However if they return to the page with the survey, the next time it will display a different question. There is only one set of survey questions for the whole site so you can’t have a survey specific to your school. A typical survey question would look like this:
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Copy the sample code below into the right-hand column to add a Survey to a page. The question and answer choices etc. are managed in the ActiveCampus Console, not within the webpage HTML:

Spotlights

Spotlights look like this. The “more” link takes the visitor to the full spotlight and that page will have a link to the full Spotlight Archive if they want to read more of them:
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The spotlights feature can only be added to certain pages. First a Location must exist in the database for each area of the site where you might have a spotlight. For example, these are locations we have now:

· Admissions Prospective International

· Admissions Prospective Law
· Admissions Prospective Orange Graduate
· Admissions Prospective Orange Undergrad

· Admissions Prospective Univ. College

· Alumni Home Page

· Site Home Page

· Admissions Portal Page

· Athletics

· Admissions Prospective ASBE

A page which wants to feature spotlights must have a strLocation variable set to one of the above values – usually the coding for this is placed in the HTML in the breadcrumb (gray bar) area of a page.  The code to paste in the HTML mode of the breadcrumb area would be as follows (using School of Law as an example):

The template of the page using the spotlight would also have to include the Spotlight stylesheet.  Currently only the templates with Admission Path in the name include that stylesheet.

Content and photos for spotlights are added and edited in the ActiveCampus Console. In that console you can specify if a spotlight meets any particular “interests” (academic programs and other social programs on campus) and categorize it to the audience it should reach (School of Law, School of Business, Undergraduate, University College etc.).  If a visitor personalizes the Chapman site and specifies certain interests then spotlights that match those will display first to that user, rather than the random display.  If interests are not specified, either by the visitor, or by the person creating the spotlight in the console, then the spotlight will still appear on the site, but just randomly.  

Copy the sample code below into the right-hand column to add (rotating) Spotlights to a page. The “Type” of content should be “Copy/Paste” not “Text”.

Banner Ads (aka Ad Blocks)
Banner Ads must conform to specific size dimensions and be setup first in the ActiveCampus console.  They look like this and can, if setup to do so, link to a page which tracks hits, then it will forward the user to the real URL you want them to go to. This is done so you can gauge the success of a particular online campaign.
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Once you’ve set up the banner ads and campaign in the console you can go to an area of a page in the CMS and either choose Banner Ad, or choose copy/paste HTML and paste code below into the area. If you select Banner Ad it will work but you can only have the banner ad in that area of the page, you won’t be able to add photos or other items to the page in that area. If you’re going to want photos and other items in that area of the page you should generate a Location ID (a feature in the Banner Ad ActiveCampus console), then paste the code below into your page and edit the 3 variables LOCATION, AREA, and SIZE as shown below. They should be replaced with the numbers generated by the Location Generator tool in ActiveAdmissions.

where LOCATION, AREA, and SIZE should be replaced with the numbers generated by the Location Generator tool in ActiveAdmissions.
Rounded Box
Looks like this:
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Copy the sample code below into the right-hand column to add a Rounded Box to a page.  You’ll need a graphic for the top of the box similar to the one at /images/sitewide/site_roundbox_Print.gif which is the top gray bar in this sample which says “Chapman in Print”.  Within the HTML though you’d need to change the URL used to specify that graphic. You’ll also need to change the text in the box and the link for both “more on this” and “MORE” in the bottom bar. If you want an image within the main area of the box you’ll need to create one simliar to /images/alumni/mainpage/main_roundboxImage.gif which is the “revolutions” graphic in this sample. It is 77 pixels wide.

Looks like this:
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Copy the sample code below into the right-hand column to add a ListBox to a page.  You’ll need a new graphic simliar to /images/sitewide/site_listbox_alumniupdates.gif which is the pink bar with arrow which says “Alumni Updates” in this sample. It’s 234 pixels wide.

News
Looks like this:
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You can add a “News headlines” to your page. It pulls upcoming events from the News database maintained by Public Relations. It randomly displays headlines each time the visitor comes to your page.  Add the code below to your page. You will need the put this code in an area that is a “copy/paste HTML” and not a “Text” type. If the place you want this to show up is already a “text” type of area then go to the HTML source, copy that whole thing, change the area to “copy/paste HTML” type, then paste it back in …then add the News code in at the top or bottom. This is because it has ASP program code in it and if it’s in a “text” type of area then the code gets wiped out.  If you add the code in and it disappears when you save the page you probably need to have your permissions changed in the CMS Console. Contact the webmaster if this is the case. Not everyone can add ASP code to a page.

Personalization
The links on the left navigation bar to login in, show the To Do List,  and Personalize the site etc. come  automatically if you do several things. First, the template you use MUST be one of the Admission Path type of templates. There are versions of these for each school but if you don’t find one listed contact the Webmaster to request a new template with Admission Path features be created. Second, you must have the page published under the /admission/ folder. It can be in a subfolder specific to your school, eg. /admission/law/ but it must be under /admission for the features to kick in. Third you must have a variable set on the page by adding this code in the breadcrumbs area of the page:

where strLocationName is set to a value specific to your school. The example shows “Admissions Prospective Law “ for the Law School. All the possible values are shown in the Spotlights section of this document a few pages up.
To Do List
Same as Personalization described above.
To add a “jump menu” listbox
On any page you can add a listbox which contains links to other pages.  It would look something like this, including the red GO button:
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The javascript function “jumpto” which is called when you click on the GO button is already embedded in every page from one of the include files so you don’t need to write a new function. You just need to add the code for your listbox.  This entails adding a pair of form tags, a pair of select tags,  a pair of option tags for each item you want to display in your listbox, and an input tag which is the GO button they click on when they are ready to jump to the page selected.  Each option in your listbox will contain the URL to jump to and the text you want displayed in the listbox.   The code for a listbox with 3 items would look something like this:

Note that the name of the listbox is on line 2 above. It is called listbox1 in this sample.  When the jumpto function is called in the OnClick function in the <input> tag above (2nd to last line of code) it also passes the name of the listbox, listbox1.  If you have more than one listbox on a page, you will want to rename it to listbox2, or some other descriptive name, in both places within the code.

Randomly Generated Images

This is not built in by the Liquid Matrix software but you can copy/paste this code into the HTML of a page, replace the paths and Alternative Text for the images. Also, if you want to show more or less than the 4 in the sample then you have to change the line that says images = new Array(4) to that number. Each images[#] line should have a different number (starting with ). See sample below:

Featured Events

Looks like this:
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You can add a “featured Events” from the Events Calendar to your page. It pulls upcoming events from the Events Calendar database and display the headline and link to the event in the calendar. You can control which type of events show up and how many list on your page by changing two variables in the code below. If there are no upcoming events it will show nothing but the heading graphic will still be there and it’s linked to the entire Events Calendar.

The code to paste in is:

You will need the put this code in an area that is a “copy/paste HTML” and not a “Text” type. If the place you want this to show up is already a “text” type of area then go to the HTML source, copy that whole thing, change the area to “copy/paste HTML” type, then paste it back in …then add the new Events Calendar code in at the top or bottom. This is because it has ASP program code in it and if it’s in a “text” type of area then the code gets wiped out.  If you add the code in and it disappears when you save the page you probably need to have your permissions changed in the CMS Console. Contact the webmaster if this is the case. Not everyone can add ASP code to a page.
There are two variables set in the code above which you can/should change to suit your needs.  The numberShown variable determines how many events are listed. The sample shows numberShown=3 so 3 events would be listed (if there are 3 upcoming “featured” events). Not all events in the calendar are marked as featured events. Also, the viewList  variable determines which type of events display. Here’s all your choices: 1 is Public, 2 is Student, 3 is Staff, 4 is OC Faculty, 5 is UC Faculty. If you have 
viewList=array(1,3) it would show Public events and Staff-specific events in the listing. 
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
