1. Call to Order 
a. Mr. Hafstrom calls the meeting to order at 5:07 p.m.
2. Reading and Approval of Minutes from 10/24/04
a. Mr. Wolf explains that he has handed out numerous copies of the minutes from the prior meeting and that he has not received any feedback as to any changes that need to be made.
b. Mr. Wolf asks if anyone has any problems with the minutes that they see need changing.
c. Mr. Wolf moves to approve the minutes from 10/24 meeting with said corrections.
d. Ms. Wolf seconds. 
e. Motion to approve the minutes from the 10/24 meeting passes unanimously with one neigh and three abstentions. 
3. Officer Reports 
a. President-James Hafstrom
i. Mr. Hafstrom explains that we have one more meeting and need to determine the first meeting of next semester.
ii. Mr. Hafstrom put an order in for the business cards
iii. Mr. Hafstrom discusses the memorial service for Mr. Van Reusen on Nov. 16th at 3 pm in the University Chapel, and the second service for Shana Urban will be on Dec. 8th. 
iv. Mr. Hafstrom announces the cancellation of the Casino Night.
b. Vice President-Kenny Schwarz
i. No Report.
c. Secretary-Saul Wolf
i. Mr. Wolf reiterates the need to let him know beforehand about absences.
d. Treasurer-Jennifer Weissburg
i. Ms. Weissburg handed out the budget for the year.
ii. Ms. Weissburg is working on collecting the last $600 from the locker revenue. 
iii. Budget:
1. Ms. Weissburg explains that the $6527 is the reserves from last year and the budget for this year.
2. Ms. Weissburg explains that we would have an extra $19,000 left in the budget assuming we don’t spend any more money.
3. Ms. Weissburg explains that the operating fund seems a bit high. 
4. Mr. Josephson asks about changes to some line items where we seem to overspending. 
5. Ms. Weissburg proposes that we approve this, and that she will take issues on an individual basis. 
6. Mr. Phillips suggests that business card expenditures could be saved for those who do not need these cards.
7. Ms. Sayegh asks about Back-To-School Night Expenditure.
8. Ms. Weissburg says that it was done for next year’s events chair purposes of budgeting.
9. Mr. Phillips moves to approve the budget as proposed.
10. Mr. Josephson seconds.
11. Ms. Weissburg explains that the operating budget may need some tweaking in the future.
12. Ms. Wilson asks about moving the $1000 from the Halloween party to the Ball.
13. Mr. Johnson suggests using that money for graduation instead of the Ball.
14. Ms. Sayegh asks for an amendment to increase the allotment for Graduation to $5000.
15. Mr. Phillips so moves.
16. Mr. Josephson seconds. 
17. Motion to approve the budget as presented, including an allotment for Graduation in the amount of $5000 passes unanimously with three abstentions.
e. Parliamentarian-Nadine Sayegh

i. Ms. Sayegh says that she made the bylaw changes as suggested by Mr. Newman. 
ii. Mr. Josephson asks about the method of approving the bylaws.
iii. Ms. Sayegh explains that we are taking each amendment one at a time and approving all at once. 
4. Committee Chair Reports 
a. Student Affairs-Daniel Josephson 
i. Committee Meeting:
1. Mr. Josephson explains that Ms. Boukidis is working on fixing up the lounge.
2. Mr. Josephson says that there is an issue regarding Internet Cut-Off Switches. 
a. Mr. Josephson says that there was a change in Room 147 which resulted in problems. 
b. Mr. Josephson suggests getting our resolution into the faculty’s hands. 
i. Mr. Josephson will get that to Ms. Pickens and Mr. Pokladowski.
ii. Parking Committee:
1. Mr. Josephson says that there is a problem with the resident parking, as the street sweeping results in problems in the commuter lot. 
a. Mr. Josephson says that the staff agreed to absorb this loss to prevent this problem.
2. Mr. Josephson says that there is a long term plan to put another lot under the football stadium, but there are major logistical problems. 
a. Mr. Josephson says that they are planning to add another 110 spots to the campus. 
iii. Vending Machines:
1. Mr. Josephson says that there is still a shortage of water machines, and that he is working on this issue. 
2. Mr. Johnson says that the machine that was moved to the second floor lounge from downstairs is a major issue.
3. Mr. Josephson says that he is looking for feedback as to what is wanted by the student population. 
4. Mr. Phillips brings up that Diet Coke is in high demand. 
5. Ms. Kong asks about the coffee machine, as it does not work so well.
a. Mr. Johnson says that there is coffee across the street. 
6. Ms. Kong says that there should be a suggestion box regarding these problems. 
7. Ms. Weissburg says that water and Diet Dr. Pepper always sell out. 
b. Academic Affairs-Marvin Adviento
i. Bar Review Forum
1. Mr. Adviento says that there was a decent turnout.
2. Mr. Adviento says that Barbri, Kacer and Everett will be giving workshops on essay writing and essay exams and other classes.
ii. Scheduling:
1. Mr. Adviento says that Mr. Schwarz was the reason that Remedies was put onto the schedule. 
iii. Questions/Comments:
1. Ms. Weissburg says that the Constitutional Law and Evidence Finals are back to back, and is not happy with this fact. 
a. Mr. Adviento suggests giving him his complaints. 
2. Ms. Weissburg brought up the problem of Professor Bogart’s Property class being changed, and that Dean Howe was not helpful in curing this problem. 
3. Mr. Wolf asks about finding out about new professors. 
4. Ms. Kong suggests that the LRW Forum be scheduled next year after the Bing Memos are returned. 
a. Mr. Adviento says that there is a Spring LRW Forum already scheduled. 
5. Ms. Trinh suggests that Mr. Wolf contact the Appointment Committee for information about new professors. 
6. Ms. Pickens says that Sales not being taught by Professor Stallworth is a major problem with her class. 
7. Mr. Josephson asks about Bell’s Copyright class satisfying the writing requirement. 
c. Event Affairs – Lani Goodman
i. Ms. Good man has no report.
ii. Mr. Hafstrom explains that Casino Night is cancelled and the administration has proposed to include the Casino Night with the Barrister’s Ball. 
iii. Ms. Weissburg says she won’t mind combining it, but would like to make sure that the Ball maintains a consistent theme, and wants to make sure that the ticket prices do not come up. 
iv. Mr. Hafstrom would like more concrete information before taking action.
v. Mr. Schwarz says that Ms. Goodman is in favor of this idea, and feels that this is a good idea for variety. 
vi. Mr. Roach says that there a separate room at the location if we want to do this. 
d. ABA-LSD-Rachel Pickens
i. Spring Roundtable
1. Ms. Pickens says that Chapman is hosting the Spring Roundtable at the end of February. 
2. Ms. Pickens says that we may co-sponsor with Whittier and Western State, with the topic being diversity in the profession
ii. PMBR Sign-Ups
1. Ms. Pickens says that if you sign up for ABA, you get a PMBR discount. 
iii. Mr. H congratulates Ms. Pickens on getting Chapman to host the Spring Roundtable as there was stiff competition.
5. Webmaster – Jennifer Weissburg
a. General Issues:
i. Ms. Weissburg says that she is trying to get into contact with main campus about getting on their server.  
ii. Ms. Weissburg says that Milton Arcos is ok with keeping us on his server.
iii. Ms. Sayegh said that she contacted computer assistance and to make sure you log off in the computer lab.
b. Internet Cut-Off Switches:
i. Ms. Weissburg says that Jeff Weikel gained authority from Dean Howe regarding the new internet cut-off switch.
c. Server Problems:
i. Mr. Hafstrom says that Dean Dummitt was approached about the numerous emails.
ii. Ms. Sayegh says that the server is the problem, not user error. 
iii. Ms. Pickens says that the Blackboard system has also given her problems. 
iv. Ms. Kong says that there is also a major delay in the server. 
1. Ms. Weissburg suggests contacting 6600. 
d. Registration
i. Ms. Sayegh wants to make sure that the Registration process is not inhibited by the problem with the server. 
1. Ms. Weissburg says that WebAdvisor is supposed to be used. 
ii. Mr. Hafstrom says that Maryam has stated that the online registration will take care of the early emails. 
iii. Ms. Pickens is worried about not being registered because of these server problems. 
e. Mr. Hafstrom calls for an in-room recess. 
f. Mr. Hafstrom calls the meeting back to order. 
6. Unfinished Business 
a. SBA Bylaws - Nadine
i. Ms. Sayegh says that we will continue in the manner as last meeting.
ii. Ms. Sayegh says that the revised copy only has grammatical differences, and the new absence policy.
iii. Chapter I – no problems
iv. Chapter II – no problems
v. Chapter III – approved during last meeting. 
1. Board of Governors Attendance Regulations 
a. Ms. Sayegh reads through the newly approved bylaws. 
vi. Chapter IV – President
1. Ms. Sayegh says that the purpose, term, and qualifications of all officers are the same. 
2. Ms. Sayegh reads through Chapter IV of the proposed bylaws. 
a. Ms. Sayegh says that the Chair of the meeting language has been taken out.
b. Ms. Sayegh believes that the Vice President should run the meeting so that the Presidsent can voice his or her opinion. 
c. Ms. Sayegh explains that she would like to hear the Board’s position on this issue.
3. Questions/Comments:
a. Mr. Josephson suggests that chairing the Cabinet meeting should be a separate duty from chairing the Executive Board meetings. 
b. Mr. Josephson says that he does not think that the SBA President should have one year of experience. 
i. The straw pull shows that the majority of the Board would like this as a requirement. 
c. Ms. Boukidis says that she does not see this as a necessary requirement. 
d. Ms. Pickens says that this might create a conflict. 
e. Ms. Pickens says that the term of office language may present a problem. 
f. Ms. Weissburg says that she is concerned about the current language regarding the beginning of the term.
g. Ms. Pickens says that there is an issue with the Presisent as the ABA liaison. 
h. Ms. Wilson brings up the language of retreats and the organization.
i. Ms. Sayegh says that the President only nominates, and the board confirms. 
4. Ms. Sayegh asks about comments regarding the Vice President as Chair of the Meetings
a. Mr. Hafstrom is not opposed to it.
b. Ms. Wilson thinks it’s important that this Board has one recognized leader, and that leader should Chair the meetings.
c. Ms. Pickens agrees with Ms. Wilson and the President was originally called the “Chair.” 
d. Mr. Newman asks why the President shouldn’t Chair the meeting.
e. Mr. Johnson suggests that the bylaws be moved to a committee. 
f. Mr. Josephson would like to hear an argument for President to Chair the meeting.
g. Ms. Sayegh says that the entire Board was given the bylaws. 
h. Mr. Phillips says that, since there were no problems via email. 
i. Ms. Pickens says that the bylaw meeting in the past was longer and more strenuous than this meeting.
j. Mr. Hafstrom says that only two SBA’s in the circuit have someone else other than the President chair the meeting.
k. Mr. Newman sees these bylaws as important decisions. 
l. Mr. Josephson echoes this statement and says that we need to get this done. 
m. Mr. Phillips sees no reason for us to be spending our time on bylaws, and we should amend the bylaws in toto and deal with individual issues as they come up. 
n. Ms. Sayegh says that the initial bylaws needed work and sees that the President should have more of a role as leader, rather than simply leading the meetings and setting the agenda. 
o. Mr. Johnson says that he is appreciative of Ms. Sayegh’s work and would like to see the bylaws passed in total today. 
p. Ms. Weissburg says that she does not see a committee as a good idea. 
q. Mr. Newman says that the annual amendments may be cured by them been done right away. 
r. Ms. Pickens says that we need a unanimous vote.
s. Ms. Sayegh takes a straw pull as to what to do with these bylaws. 
i. Straw pull showed that a committee will have full authority to work out the problems and present the bylaws for approval. 
t. Ms. Boukidis does not see the reason for conducting the meeting in this manner. 
u. Ms. Kong would like to know if there are people interested in the committee. 
v. Mr. De la Cruz sees the committee as the best option because of the differing interests of the Board.
w. Mr. Pokladowski moves to form a bylaw committee. 
x. Mr. Johnson seconds. 
y. Motion to form a bylaw committee passes unanimously with two abstentions.
7. New Business 
a. Organization Petition
i. Chapman Republican Club
1. Ms. Weissburg says that Andy Szeto has submitted an application. 
2. Ms. Sayegh moves to approve the organization. 
3. Mr. Phillips seconds.
4. Ms. Sayegh calls to question.
5. Ms. Sayegh says that we can’t disapprove an organization based on political views.
6. Ms. Pickens says that we need to make sure that they will admit all students.
7. Mr. Josephson says that he doesn’t see this club as a law-related club. 
8. Ms. Weissburg says that the application does not include officers or that there are a sufficient number of members.
9. Ms. Sayegh withdraws the call to question. 
10. Ms. Sayegh withdraws the motion.
11. Ms. Wilson moves to table.
12. Mr. Johnson seconds.
13. Motion to table the approval of the Chapman Republican Club passes unanimously with one neigh and two abstentions. 
8. Announcements

i. Ms. Wilson says that there is an Open House on November 20th. 
9. Executive Session
a. Meeting enters Executive Session at 6:56 p.m.
