1) Call to Order
a) Mr. Hafstrom calls the meeting to order at 5:10 p.m. (no quorum—meeting continues)
i) Per lack of quorum the meeting actually starts at 6pm
2) Proposed Business , not on Agenda

a) PILF Proposal
i) Erin Riley from PILF gives her speech without quorum.
(1) Ms. Riley explains the function/purpose of PILF.
(2) Ms. Riley explains that the Dean would like someone to attend the Equal Justice Conference on October 27th – 28th.
(3) Ms. Riley explains that this would present an excellent opportunity for students.
(4) Ms. Riley is requesting financial assistance or contribution to attend the conference, as they have already received some funds from the administration.
ii) Ms. Drake asks if PILF is sponsoring anyone to attend the conference.

(1) Ms. Riley says that they will be offering assistance to students.

(2) Ms. Drake says that since some students are on loans, she is wondering what   happens to the money given for the ball.

iii) Ms. Riley says that some of the money coming from the ball does not come from student donations; rather, many of the prizes for the raffle are donated.
iv) Ms. Wilson asks how much PILF has spent from the SBA funds.
(1) Ms. Drake says that PILF has spent 285.68.
(2) Ms. Drake says that nothing personal should be taken from the questions, but SBA has to be careful as stewards of the student funds.
v) Ms. Reitz asks how much more of the SBA funds left to spend that PILF plans to use, and whether she wants to use it for that purpose.
vi) Ms. Riley says this money will likely go for other events etc.

vii) Ms. Bennett moves to prove up to $250 out of general reserves (this motion was brought forth at 6:30 p.m. following establishing of quorum).
viii) Mr. Josephson seconds.
ix) Mr. Pokladowski says we need a consistent policy on conferences, since we have previously denied it for others.
x) Ms. Drake explains that before the 1Ls got here, the SBA decided not to support the travel costs.

xi) Mr. Luetto believes that a consistent policy should be well articulated.
xii) Ms. Mullen says that if PILF’s purpose is to support students, then any money SBA apportions would be going to a good cause.
b) Ms. Drake says that this money is solely dedicated to travel

c) Mr. Newman suggests that we not look to travel, but look to see if the money has a tangible benefit.
d) Ms. Kong suggests that the money suggested for lodging was too much.
e) Mr. Josephson says that students will be able to find public interest opportunities if they look for them and suggests that the conference would be willing to send this information to them.
f) Ms. Goodman suggests sending a nominal amount for a student travel.
g) Mr. Pokladowski says that money for club travel can be beneficial, but the danger is that every club could find a convention to attend.

h) Ms. Pickens respectfully states that PILF benefits from SBA at the Ball and other clubs do not have access to that significant amount of funding.

i) Mr. Josephson agrees that there is an existing policy, but the goals of PILF are unique.

j) Ms. Wilson calls to question 

k) Mr. Pokladowski objects to the call to question. 
l) Ms. Wilson withdraws her call. 
m) Ms. Mikhail says we should not declare one club’s activities more valuable than others.
n) Ms. Wilson reminds the board that PILF has received their funds from SBA, and they have chosen to spend it elsewhere.
o) Mr. Hafstrom points out other organizations, such as PAD, have funded members to attend conferences.

p) Ms. Wilson calls to question-
q) Motion fails seven (7) votes for to nine (9) votes against with two (2) abstentions. 
r) Ms. Pickens suggests that a commission look at this issue. 
3) Reading and Approval of Minutes from 9/26/04
a) Mr. Hafstrom comments that since we do not have quorum we cannot vote.
b) Ms. Pickens moves to approve (once quorum is established). 
c) Ms. Weissburg seconds.
d) Ms. Mikhail observes that Mr. Phillips is on the list twice. 
e) Motion to approve the minutes from the meeting on 9/26/04 passes unanimously with one abstention.
4) Officer Reports

a) President-James Hafstrom
i) Mr. Hafstrom met with Dean Dummitt, and she wants to meet with the graduation committee. 
ii) Mr. Hafstrom explains that the administration will not spend money for the other refrigerator, which will be discussed further under new business.
iii) Dean Dummitt would like the SBA to raise money to generate funds.
iv) Ms. Pickens suggests contacting John Silva from the ABA.
b) Vice President
i) No report.
c) Secretary-Saul Wolf (Kenny Schwarz Substituting)
i) No report.
d) Treasurer (Erika Drake— temporarily continuing to serve)
i) Ms. Drake passes out reports on latest updated budget.
ii) Ms. Drake apologizes for the locker situation.
iii) Ms. Drake also apologizes for not being able to respond to emails, as Chapman’s email system has been on the brink.
(1) Ms. Drake explains that email is now working and anyone with locker problems to please contact her.
iv) Ms. Drake explains that reimbursement folder is back at the front desk.
(1) Ms. Drake also says the reimbursements are available online.
v) Ms. Drake says that no lockers will be given to clubs until we address the growing club population. 
(1) Ms. Drake says that Dean Dummitt wants to meet with people regarding the locker situation

vi) Mr. Hafstrom asks about the key to the room (SBA room)

(1) Ms. Pickens suggests that Nexus members are getting an experimental trial period with a Master Key, and suggests SBA can get those too.

vii) Ms. Drake suggests that she cannot switch people’s locker location.
e) Parliamentarian-Nadine Sayegh (Jen Weissburg Substituting)
i) Ms. Weissburg states that Ms. Sayegh has handouts on proposed fundraising rules and proposed bylaws and we will be addressing these issues at the next meeting.
5) Committee Chair Reports
a) Student Affairs – Daniel Josephson
i) Vending Machines
(a) Mr. Josephson says that people are still upset about the water missing, and explains that the coffee machine is also down. 
(b) Mr. Josephson says that a possible solution is to have Coke take the contract and change the labels and add more water.

(c) Ms. Weisberg wants Mr. Josephson to talk to Sodexho about utensils.

(d) Mr. Josephson likes the idea, but suggests a capital expenditure of $100 for Utensils

ii) Graduation

(a) Mr. Josephson says that Rehnquist cannot speak because of an illness/ injury. 
(b) Mr. Josephson says that he would like to start talking about a replacement. 
iii) Parking

(a) Mr. Josephson will be sitting on Parking Committee, representing all graduating students. 
iv) Social

(a) Mr. Josephson is interested in plans for Halloween and the “Bing is Dead” Bar Review. 

(b) Ms. Drake says that the Bar Review has been moved due to 1L midterms

(c) Mr. Josephson says that he would like to talk to the President of PDP.
(d) Ms. Wilson says that if we move the Bar Review to the next meeting, it will conflict with the ABA meeting in Vegas.
v) Refrigerator

(a) Ms. Weissburg explains that the fridge is gross.
(b) Mr. Josephson says this is the responsibility for the 1Ls.
(c) Mr. Josephson says that he is delaying his committee meeting for a week to deal with these issues.
b) Academic Affairs – Marvin Adviento (James Hafstrom Substituting)
i) Academic Achievement Center
(a) Mr. Hafstrom says that an email announcement has gone out.
ii) Bar Review

(a) Mr. Hafstrom says that Mr. Adviento wants a 3L/4L forum to discuss the graduation. 
iii) Deans Forum

(a) Ms. Mikhail says the Dean’s forum was well attended and the food went quickly.
(i) Mr. Josephson says that for the future, Lil’ Ceasars is cheapest.
(b) Ms. Weissburg asked Dean about someone filling a new Dean of students. 
iv) Faculty Committee

(a) Mr. Pokladowski reports that he and Ms. Pickens are attending an Academic Standards meeting by invite of Professor Stallworth
c) Event Affairs – Lani Goodman 
i) Halloween
(a) Ms. Goodman has delegated planning to Ms. Henderson and Mr. Johnson and explains that $1,000 is not enough for the party. 
(b) Ms. Goodman says that JT Schmidt’s cannot take us on a Friday, as the problem is that the alcohol policy precludes an alcoholic party off campus at a residence. 
(c) Ms. Goodman suggests pulling funds and just promoting the event in an alternate fashion.

(a) Ms. Goodman says that the Barrister’s Ball is set for Feb. 25, 2005 at the Crown Plaza Hotel. 
d) ABA/LSD – Rachel Pickens
i) New Numbers
(a) Ms. Pickens explains that Chapman has the highest numbers in the 9th Circuit.

(d) Ms. Weissburg explains that, per Mr. Hafstrom’s email, other schools are all dealing with these types of issues.

ii) Ms. Mullen inquires as to other non-clothing logo items.
(a) Mr. Josephson suggests that we wait until Ms. Sayegh can give us more information about a prospective new vendor.

(a) Ms. Wilson clarifies that Dean Dummitt would like someone with complaints about our current system.
b) Chapman M.B.A. Organization Proposal

iii) Ms. Drake says that this is an opportunity for social relations with law school.
iv) Ms. Wilson wants Mr. Hafstrom to appoint the members

c) Student Lounge/ Refrigerator
i) Mr. Hafstrom noted in President’s Report that Administration does not want to pay for a new refrigerator.
ii) Mr. Josephson suggests looking into getting a new refrigerator. 
(1) Mr. Josephson suggests we should try to get information on pricing. 
(2) Mr. Hafstrom suggests that the student affairs should take on this issue. 
iii) Ms. Pickens objects to the fact that the administration passes down a lot of their responsibilities to purchasing material for the student lounge to the SBA.

iv) Mr. Pokladowski says students should not be forced to clean the refrigerator, and he questions whether we need a refrigerator.
