1) Call to Order 

a) Mr. Hafstrom calls the meeting to order at 5:04 p.m.
2) Organization Speaker-Federalist Society; Kyle Beckley

a) Mr. Hafstrom welcomes Mr. Kyle Beckley.
b) Mr. Beckley addresses the board regarding the Lincoln bust being stolen.
c) Mr. Beckley says that the Federalist Society would like to help replace the bust, but it would cost $4,000 for their half. 
d) Mr. Beckley explains that he has some ideas for fundraising, including a fundraising matching idea. 
e) Ms. Weissburg explains that there is nothing in the budget to account for such lost items.

f) Ms. Weissburg explains that the school’s loss deductible is $20,000. 
g) Mr. Beckley says that their primary fundraising will be from soliciting law firms and alumni. 
h) Ms. Mullen asks about preventing this from happening again. 
i) Mr. Beckley says that it will be taken care of to prevent a further occurrence. 
j) Ms. Bennett would like to see how the Federalist Society does in terms of fundraising before committing to the matching idea. 
k) Mr. Beckley says that he would like SBA to get involved early to encourage student involvement in fundraising. 
l) Mr. Johnson is concerned about what will happen in the future if our items are stolen.
m) Mr. Beckley says that the administration is not in a rush to replace the bust. 

n) Ms. Sayegh asks who is funding the other side of $4,000.
o) Mr. Beckley explains that the main campus is funding that half, and that the law school is not providing any funds, and that he has not approached the administration with a fund-matching offer. 
p) Mr. Schwarz asks how long the bust would take to be produced.
q) Mr. Beckley explains that the target date is in April, but the job is commissioned. 
r) Mr. Beckley reiterates that a fund-matching program can be capped. 
3) Reading and Approval of Minutes from 10/10/04
a) Mr. Wolf thanks Mr. Schwarz for filling in for him.

b) Mr. Wolf explains that he has handed out numerous copies of the minutes from the prior meeting and that he has not received any feedback as to any changes that need to be made.

c) Mr. Wolf asks if anyone has any problems with the minutes that they see need changing.

d) Mr. Adviento points out a problem that the party for spring bar review is actually a forum. 
e) Ms. Weissburg explains that her name was spelled incorrectly on a few occasions. 
f) Ms. Sayegh moves to approve the minutes from 10/10 meeting with said corrections.

g) Ms. Wolf seconds. 

h) Motion to approve the minutes from the 10/10 meeting passes unanimously with one abstention. 
4) Officer Reports 

a) President-James Hafstrom

i) Mr. Hafstrom explains that he met with Dean Dummitt.
(1) Memorials:

(a) Dean Dummitt is excited about students getting involved in replacing the Lincoln bust. 

(b) Dean Dummitt says that they have ordered and received the new plaques for the memorials on the undergraduate campus.

ii) MBA Program:
(1) Mr. Hafstrom has nothing further regarding this issue. 

iii) New Room:
(1) Mr. Hafstrom says that the new SBA room is now available.

iv) Evaluations:

(1) Mr. Hafstrom explains that the administration is working on getting ready for these evaluations.
b) Vice President-Kenny Schwarz
i) Mr. Schwarz thanks the Committee Chairs for their input.
ii) Absence Policy:
(1) Mr. Schwarz explains that there is a dispute regarding the attendance policy.

(2) Mr. Schwarz explains that the new attendance policy was not communicated or translated to written form for the 1Ls.
(3) Mr. Schwarz explains that we are going to implement the new attendance policy with a clean slate beginning with today’s meeting.
c) Secretary-Saul Wolf

i) Absences
(1) Mr. Wolf asks that those who are going to be absent to contact either him or Mr. Hafstrom prior to the meeting so that they can determine whether or not they will attain quorum. 
d) Treasurer-Jennifer Weissburg
i) Budget:
(1) Ms. Weissburg says that she has not created a new budget as of yet.
(2) Ms. Weissburg explains that there are some issues that need to be included.
ii) Locker Policy:
(1) Ms. Weissburg explains that the Board needs to create a locker policy regarding the 60 unpaid lockers. 
(2) Ms. Weissburg says that we are giving lockers to commercial organizations, but we charge students.
(3) Ms. Wilson is not sure if the student representatives are utilizing these lockers
(4) Ms. Weissburg says that Dean Dummitt does not favor giving these lockers to the commercial organization.
(5) Mr. Johnson says that we should charge commercial organizations.  
(6) Ms. Sayegh suggests a discussion for a new policy and then have the policy brought to the Board for approval. 
e) Parliamentarian-Nadine Sayegh

i) Ms. Sayegh explains that the new set of Bylaws is going to be discussed later in the meeting and she is currently handing them out to the Board. 
5) Committee Chair Reports 
a) Academic Affairs-Marvin Adviento
i) Forum:
(1) Mr. Adviento says that there will be a forum this Thursday for graduating students to discuss a spring bar review.
ii) Class Schedule:
(1) Mr. Adviento says that the class schedule for the spring semester is posted, and the final schedule will be posted in early November.
(2) Mr. Adviento says that Mr. Schwarz has been distributing a petition regarding concerns about the schedule in terms of conflicts with class times for students. 
iii) Questions:
(1) Mr. Schwarz asks about another distinguished professor this year.
(2) Mr. Hafstrom says that the administration is planning on it.
(3) Ms. Weissburg explains that Professor Bogart’s Property class has been changed to W/F instead of M/W and there are conflicts with some students’ work schedules. 
(4) Ms. Weissburg asks how much money will be needed for the forum.
(a) Ms. Wilson explains that less people will be attending this forum. 
(5) Ms. Weissburg moves to approve an expenditure of no more than $200. 
(6) Mr. Schwarz seconds. 
(7) Mr. Johnson amends to approve an expenditure of no more than $120.
(8) Ms. Sayegh seconds. 
(9) Motion to approve an expenditure of no more than $120 passes unanimously with one abstention. 
(10) Ms. Sayegh says that we need to recall the motion because it was not specified where the money is coming from in the budget.
(11) Ms. Wilson asks if another motion is sufficient. 
(12) Ms. Wilson moves to approve an expenditure of no more than $120 from unallocated funds in the budget. 
(13) Mr. Schwarz seconds. 
(14) Ms. Sayegh calls to question. 
(15) Motion moves to approve an expenditure of no more than $120 from unallocated funds in the budget passes with one (1) neigh and one (1) abstention. 
b) Event Affairs-Lani Goodman (Mr. Roach substituting)
i) Mr. Roach talks about a possible Halloween Party. 
ii) Mr. Roach says that Ms. Goodman would like $1000 be moved into the budget for additional funding at the Barrister’s Ball.
c) Webmaster-Jennifer Weissburg


i) Ms. Weissburg explains that she is waiting to hear back from Dr. Fahey regarding the server.

d) ABA/LSD Representative 
i) Mr. Hafstrom discusses the ABA Annual Meeting in Las Vegas and the annual bash in Los Angeles.
ii) Mr. Hafstrom explains that the Fall Roundtable will be in Salt Lake. 
(1) Ms. Weissburg says that Demetrius Greer may be able to pull money from the administration’s travel funding. 
(2) Mr. Pokladowski suggests that Lieutenant Governors should get priority in traveling. 

iii) Ms. Wilson says that there was an excellent speaker at the Roundtable. 

6) Unfinished Business 

a) Business Cards

i) Mr. Hafstrom explains that business cards will be purchased for the 1Ls.
ii) Ms. Henderson asks about making sure there is correct contact info. 
iii) Mr. Wolf tells Ms. Henderson to email either himself or Mr. Hafstrom with the correct information. 

iv) Ms. Sayegh moves to approve no more than $1500 to be spent on business cards and name plates from unallocated funds in the budget. 
v) Mr. Wolf seconds.
vi) Motion to approve no more than $1500 to be spent on business cards and name plates from unallocated funds in the budget passes with three (3) neighs with one (1) abstention.  
b) SBA Bylaws-Nadine 
i) Ms. Sayegh explains that the bylaws needed clarification.
(1) Ms. Sayegh explains how we will go through the bylaws. 
(2) Ms. Sayegh says that bylaws that are passed take effect immediately. 
ii) Ms. Wilson asks about two sets of working bylaws.
(1) Ms. Sayegh says that we would technically be working under two sets of bylaws following the meeting. 
iii) Ms. Bennett suggests to first discuss the bylaws, and then approve the bylaws as an entire set, so we will not be operating pursuant to two sets of bylaws. 
iv) Mr. Schwarz likes Ms. Bennett’s idea but would like to finalize the attendance issue tonight.
v) Chapter I
(1) Ms. Sayegh explains Chapter I. 
vi) Chapter II
(1) Ms. Sayegh explains that not in current bylaws, and is a basic outline of the process of the meeting.
(2) Mr. Pokladowski asks about discretion for secret ballot voting.
(3) Ms. Sayegh says that this rule comes from Robert’s Rules. 
(4) Ms. Weissburg says that the Vice President should be replaced with Chair in the language.
(a) Ms. Sayegh says that she will make this change. 
vii) Chapter III
(1) Absence Policy:
(a) Ms. Sayegh reads through this Chapter with proposed amendments. 
(i) Ms. Bennett asks if there is a provision so that the Executive Board can suspend the mandatory meeting requirement. 
(ii) Ms. Sayegh says that she will add some language to that effect.
(iii) Ms. Weissburg suggests that it be entitled Waiver. 
(b) Ms. Wilson explains that she has problems with unlimited excused absences. 
(c) Ms. Sayegh says that we can include a limit if the Board wants this added.
(d) Ms. Weissburg says that she does not like the limit idea, as people have unexpected issues that arise.
(e) Ms. Bennett suggests taking out the “excused” language provision and have a hearing.
(f) Ms. Sayegh takes a straw pull to determine whether the excuses or three absences should be the bylaw.
(i) The straw pull shows that the majority of the Board wants to have it only as three absences, not including the “excused” language.
(g) Mr. Johnson suggests excused absences as not affecting quorum. 
(h) Mr. Pokladowski does not like the loss of voting privileges.
(i) Mr. Pokladowski does not see reinstatement as presenting a huge issue.
(j) Mr. Newman says that he prefers simplicity as the organization’s interest should be first. 
(k) Ms. Sayegh says that she could change it to read that the failure to attend three regularly scheduled meetings per semester will result in automatic censure. 
(i) Mr. Newman asks for a definition of censure. 
(l) Mr. Newman believes that three absences should result in automatic removal.
(m) Ms. Bennett suggests an appeals process to the Board.
(n) Ms. Sayegh thinks that there should be some kind of remedy other than automatic removal.
(o) Ms. Mikhail says that attendance at a meeting is not a sign of dedication. 
(p) Mr. Luetto asks why an appeals process is a bad idea.
(q) Mr. Schwarz agrees with Mr. Luetto as the appeals process worked last year, and not making a meeting is not technically a sign of dedication.
(r) Mr. Newman would like a straight forward rule.
(s) Mr. Pokladowski clarifies the issue and suggests a vote at the next meeting. 
(t) Mr. Roach asks about a Spring Retreat.
(u) Mr. Hafstrom says that we may do this kind of retreat.
(v) Ms. Wilson suggests language regar
(w) Ms. Wilson moves to approve the absence policy as stated. 
(x) Mr. Pokladowski seconds.
(y) Motion to approve the absence policy as stated passes unanimously with one abstention. 
(i) See attached bylaw for exact language. 
(z) Mr. Schwarz moves to approve wiping the slate clean with the first absence to be counted starting next meeting.
(aa) Ms. Weissburg seconds.
(ab) Ms. Wilson has problems with allowing this clean slate motion. 
(ac) Ms. Mullen suggests that the absence today should count.
(ad) Motion to approve wiping the slate clean with the first absence to be counted starting next meeting passes with two neighs and one abstention. 
7) Announcements
a) Upcoming Events
i) Ms. Wilson explains that Professor Stallworth is ill.
ii) Mr. Newman thanks Ms. Sayegh for her hard work on the bylaws

a) Meeting moves into Executive Session at 6:55 p.m.
