IV. Student Affairs-Daniel Josephson 
IV. Dan reported to the Board that he will send out an e-mail regarding Big Sibling/Lil Sibling next week.
IV. Dan explained the history of student award categories for Barrister’s Ball.  Dan suggested splitting categories into different groups based on class year so everyone has a fair chance of being represented.  Dan requested suggestions to compose a list of preliminary questions.   
IV. Dan also informed the Board that the front door to the law school was broken today and the door to the Dean’s Suite is open.  Dan to call Campus Security to see what is going on.  
IV. Academic Affairs-Jennifer Bender
IV. Jen B. informed the Board that Chapman Law school funds a Bar Review for graduating students.  The Kick Off will be November 10, 2005 at noon in Room 379, Kennedy Hall, and at 5:30 pm in Room 237A, Kennedy Hall.  She suggested those on her Academic Committee to attend at least one of these reviews.  Chapman Law School is trying to boost participation by getting incentives from PMBR and BarBri.  If students attend both days of live PMBR bar review that Chapman funds, he/she will be placed in a drawing for a free PMBR class.  If the student goes to all three live BarBri lecture days, BarBri will give the student a $200 discount for their review course.

IV. Deans’ Forum:  Jen B. informed the Board that not a lot of people attended the event and suggests SBA attend in the future.  Dean Williams outlined the AALS accreditation.  The Committee approved Chapman’s application on October 17 and application was granted.  Professor Parlowe and Noyes will represent Chapman at the AALS meeting.  
IV. Recruiting in the Community:  Jen B. reported that the library received $1.5 million in donations from the Darling Foundation.  There is also a brochure from Scalia’s visit in the library.  If a student is interested in a particular firm, they should contact Dean Dummitt to have a brochure sent with a letter that describes Chapman.  
IV. Dataports:  Carlo trying to get everything working.  Room 379 was a cost issue at first, then the Dean approved funding to have entire room and third floor outfitted with data ports.  Carlo documented which ports were broken by conducting a full diagnostic check.  He found that all ports were active, so may have just been wear and tear.  If there are future problems, e-mail Carlo or contact Carlo in CSO.  The goal is to fix issues within 24 hours. 
IV. Parking:  Jen B. informed the Board that the parking structure under the field should be done by fall of next year.  The film school will have 250 additional spaces when done.  The lines in the residential structure were moved to accommodate more cars.  All visitor parking was removed except for the structure.  
IV. Re-ranking for employment purposes:  Chapman is not opposed to it, but they are still discussing implications of it based on summer classes.     
IV. New class schedule – Rhonda reported that the updated tentative spring schedule was in the Registrar’s office.
