i) Saul: still needs to email 2L and 3L part-time class for requests for next year’s graduation speaker.

i) Jen: Bylaws will be voted on next meeting.
e) Treasurer-Jennifer Weissburg
i) Jen: PDP wants an additional $500 for initiation, kinder-box and a general meeting.
ii) Jen: Honor Council wants funding. 
(1) Jen: assumes that is appropriate 
iii) Jen: ABA/LSD needs to 
iv) Jen: 2005-2006 Student fees will be $54.00
v) MLSA Expenditures:
(1) Jen: MLSA spent $600 for a lunch meeting and only had $400 in the account.
(a) MLSA also wants $400 for a further expenditure, although they have some money in their account. 
(2) Jen: Explains that we need a vote of the board in order to give them the money
(3) Jen: does not believe that we should give them this money, as they have spent $1000 for the year for food from Sodexho
