NOW, THEREFORE, the FIELDWORK SITE and the INSTITUTION agree to the following terms and conditions for the establishment and operation of a fieldwork/internship program, hereafter referred to as the “PROGRAM.”  
I.  
THE PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE:

A. This Agreement shall continue in force and effect from

      (period not to exceed 3 years).  This Agreement may be renewed for a two (2) year period by mutual written consent of both parties. This Agreement may be terminated by either party with or without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice, provided that (subject to the other terms of this Agreement) all students currently enrolled in the PROGRAM at the FIELDWORK SITE at the time of notice of termination shall be given the opportunity to complete the PROGRAM at the FIELDWORK SITE. 

B.
The parties shall pursue the educational objectives for the PROGRAM, devise methods for their implementation, and continually evaluate the effectiveness of the PROGRAM  in meeting the objectives. 

C.
The period of time for each student’s PROGRAM shall be mutually agreed upon prior to beginning the PROGRAM. 

D. 
The number of students able to participate in the PROGRAM will be mutually determined by agreement of the parties and may be altered by mutual agreement, with due consideration given to the fieldwork space available. 

E.
Neither party shall receive any pay or remuneration for participation in this program. 

F.
The FIELDWORK SITE may request INSTITUTION to withdraw from the PROGRAM any student who the FIELDWORK SITE determines is not performing satisfactorily, or who refuses to follow the FIELDWORK SITE’S policies, procedures, rules and regulations.  Such request shall be in writing and will include a statement of the reason or reasons why the FIELDWORK SITE desires to have the student withdrawn.  INSTITUTION may withdraw a student from the PROGRAM at any time, upon written notice to the FIELDWORK SITE. 

G.
Neither party shall discriminate in the assignment of students on the basis of race, color, disability, sex, religion, national origin, ancestry, sexual orientation, or any other basis prohibited by law.

H.
The INSTITUTION agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the FIELDWORK SITE, its agents, and employees from and against all loss or expense (including costs and attorney fees) resulting from liability imposed by law upon the FIELDWORK SITE because of bodily injury to or death of any person or on account of damages to property, including loss of use thereof, arising out of or in connection with this Agreement and due or claimed to be due to the negligence of the INSTITUTION, its agents, employees, or students. 

I. The FIELDWORK SITE agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and at the INSTITUTION’S request, defend the INSTITUTION, its agents and employees from and against all loss or expenses (including costs and attorney fees) resulting from liability imposed by law upon the INSTITUTION because of bodily injury to or death of any person or on account of damages to property, including loss of use thereof, arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, and due or claimed to be due to the negligence of the FIELDWORK SITE, its agents, or employees.

J.
The parties agree that the students are fulfilling specific requirements for field experiences as part of a degree requirement and, therefore, regardless of the nature or extent of the acts performed by them the students are not to be considered employees or agents of either the INSTITUTION or the FIELDWORK SITE for any purpose, including Workers’ Compensation or employee benefit programs, and the students shall not be entitled to any monetary remuneration for services performed by them in the course of their training.

Neither party shall have the right to obligate or bind the other party in any manner whatsoever, and nothing contained in this Agreement shall give or is intended to give any right of any kind to third persons.

M. Neither party hereto shall have the right, directly or indirectly, to assign, transfer, convey or encumber any of its rights under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party hereto.  Subject to the foregoing, this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the respective successors and assigns of the INSTITUTION and the FIELDWORK SITE.

N. Any failure of a party to enforce that party’s right under any provision of this Agreement shall not be construed or act as a waiver of said party’s subsequent right to enforce any provisions contained herein.

O. If any term or provision of this Agreement is for any reason held to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect any other term or provision, and this Agreement shall be interpreted as if such term or provision had never been contained in this Agreement.

P. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state of California.  Should either party institute legal action to enforce any obligation contained herein, it is agreed that the proper venue of such action shall be Orange County, California.
II. 
FIELDWORK SITE AGREES: 

A. To structure the PROGRAM as needed to meet the objectives of the fieldwork  experience and professional preparation of undergraduate and/or graduate

     .  The FIELDWORK SITE will attempt to meet the objectives set forth by the INSTITUTION within the constraints of the FIELDWORK SITE’S physical environment, workload, and experience available. 

B. To advise the INSTITUTION of any changes in its personnel, operation, or policies that may affect the PROGRAM.   

C. To provide the assigned students, whenever possible with the use of library resources, reference materials other items necessary to facilitate the PROGRAM at the FIELDWORK SITE.

D. To inform all participating students of the FIELDWORK SITE’S rules, regulations, policies, and procedures with which the students are expected to comply. 

E. To permit INSTITUTION, upon reasonable notice and request, to inspect the facilities, services available for fieldwork experience, student records and other materials pertaining to the PROGRAM.  
F. To evaluate the performance of the student on a regular basis using the evaluation form provided by the INSTITUTION or one that is regularly used by the FIELDWORK SITE.   


G. To promptly and thoroughly investigate any complaint by any participating student of unlawful discrimination or harassment at the FIELDWORK SITE or involving employees or agents of the FIELDWORK SITE, to take prompt and effective remedial action when discrimination or harassment is found to have occurred, and to promptly notify the INSTITUTION of the existence and outcome of any complaint of harassment by, against, or involving any participating student.

H. To provide, upon request by any participating student, with such reasonable accommodations at the FIELDWORK SITE as required by law in order to allow qualified disabled students to participate in the PROGRAM. 
III.
THE INSTITUTION AGREES: 

A. To assume responsibility for the professional preparation of the student and compliance of the curriculum with the education standards set forth by the INSTITUTION.

B. To establish and maintain ongoing communication with the Site Coordinator of Fieldwork Experience of the FIELDWORK SITE on items pertinent to students participating in the PROGRAM.  (Such communication might include, but is not limited to, a description of the experience, student biographical information, policies, faculty qualification, etc.)  On-site visits will be arranged when feasible or upon request by the FIELDWORK SITE. 

C. To refer to the FIELDWORK SITE only those students who have satisfactorily completed the prerequisite didactic portion of the curriculum. 

D. To inform the student of the FIELDWORK SITE’S requirements for acceptance when applicable. 

E. To supply the Site Coordinator of Fieldwork Experience with an appropriate evaluation instrument for each student's fieldwork experience or to accept the instrument regularly used by the FIELDWORK SITE. 

F. To have each participating student provide, prior to commencement of the PROGRAM, such confidential information as may be required by the FIELDWORK SITE as deemed necessary for the training and guidance of the students, together with the student's authorization for release of such information, as required by law. 

G. That participating students are not employees of the FIELDWORK SITE and they will not receive compensation from said FIELDWORK SITE.

H. To inform participating students that they must abide by existing rules and regulations of the FIELDWORK SITE. 

I. To inform participating students that they must be cleared, if required by the FIELDWORK SITE, from an absence caused by injury or illness, by a physician. 

J. To inform students that FIELDWORK site requires the student will provide evidence of health insurance coverage at the beginning of the fieldwork experience.

This Agreement fully supersedes any and all prior agreements or understandings between the parties or any of their respective affiliates with respect to the subject matter hereof, and no change in, modification of or addition, amendment or supplement to this Agreement shall be valid unless set forth in writing and signed and dated by both parties
hereto subsequent to the execution of this Agreement.  By signing below each party affirms that they are duly authorized to enter into this agreement on behalf of the institution.
