I. Call to Order 
1. Meeting is called to order at 5:09 p.m. by Mr. Hafstrom.
II. Reading and Approval of Minutes
1. Mr. Wolf explains that he has handed out some copies of the revised minutes
2. Mr. Wolf thanks everyone for their corrections and asks if there are any other changes to be made. 
3. Mr. Schwarz explains that Mr. Hafstrom’s position as Lieutenant Governor in Section 4d (ii)(1)(d) is missing.
i. Mr. Hafstrom explains that he is Lieutenant Governor for Campus Policies
4. Mr. Wolf moves to approve the minutes with that change.
5. Mr. Schwarz seconds.
6. Motion to approve minutes passes.
III. Officer Reports 
1. President-James Hafstrom
i. Mr. Hafstrom welcomes the Board back to school and explains that the minutes from Big Bear are detailed because of absent members and the importance of the meeting as the budget meeting.
ii. Board Member clarification
1. Mr. Hafstrom explains that we are in conflict with Constitution in terms of the representatives from the 4L class.
2. Mr. Hafstrom says that there are a few options:
a. First option is to have Mr. Adviento resign as a 4L.
b. Second option is for Mr. Hafstrom to resign.
c. Third option is for Ms. Pickens to resign.
d. Mr. Schwarz offers presenting a new Constitution.
3. Ms. Bennett says that the ABA representative is a separate position. 
4. Mr. Josephson asks about the ABA representative’s voting powers. 
5. Ms. Sayegh asks if there is a motion on the floor.
6. Ms. Mikhail says that the three 4L’s should decide on who resigns.
7. Mr. Schwarz suggests we follow the precedent from last year.
8. Ms. Pickens explains that we should use Section 2, 2.2 from the bylaws.
9. Ms. Bennett brings up the concern of Mr. Adviento not being present.
10. Mr. Josephson says that we would protect Mr. Adviento’s interest.
11. Mr. Josephson moves that the ABA rep be granted the same voting powers as any other members on the Board of Governors.
a. Ms. Pickens explains that she has been lobbying for this motion for a few years.
12. Mr. Josephson amends to have the ABA member have the same voting power as the Board and be held to the same attendance requirements.
13. Ms. Pickens seconds the motion.
14. Motion to have the ABA member have the same voting power as the Board and be held to the same attendance requirements passes. 
iii. Mr. Pokladowski explains that there is an option to have Mr. Adviento resign and appointed as a 3L.
iv. Ms. Wilson explains that the 3L class would not approve of that, and Mr. Schwarz echoes Ms. Wilson’s sentiments.
2. Vice President-Tom Pokladowski
i. Committees:
1. Mr. Pokladowski says that the committee chairs and committees are doing a great job.
ii. Fall Elections
1. Mr. Pokladowski explains that this topic will be discussed when we get to the agenda item regarding bylaws.
3. Secretary-Saul Wolf
i. Publicity
1. Mr. Wolf says that we will not be having a publicity committee this year, as he will handle it and ask for help from other members of the Board when needed. 
4. Treasurer-Erika Drake
i. Budget Report
1. Ms. Drake says that she is waiting to publish the budget until all concerns have been voiced. 
a. Ms. Drake explains that she wants to avoid confusion
2. Ms. Weissburg asks about a copy of the revised budget, and Ms. Drake says that a couple are available if needed.
ii. Locker Update:
1. Ms. Drake says that an email will be sent out to those who need to pay for lockers.
2. Mr. Josephson asks about confusion with Dave and Buster’s payment, and Ms. Drake assures Mr. Josephson that these funds would not be co-mingled. 
iii. Back-to-School Event:
1. Ms. Drake asks Ms. Goodman to have a discussion following the meeting regarding a disbursement check to pay for the Back to School Event.
iv. Moving:
1. Ms. Drake explains that the new office will not allow for reimbursement drop-offs.
2. Ms. Bennett suggests using the mailboxes behind the front desk.
5. Parliamentarian-Rachel Pickens
i. Proposed Financial bylaws:
1. Ms. Pickens explains that the proposed bylaws are simpler and more efficient.
a. Ms. Pickens says that the funding of clubs and organizations portion is not in the new bylaws.
b. Ms. Pickens explains that we will make a new club handbook to make it easier for clubs and organizations and to let them know what they need to do.
2. Mr. Josephson asks if the handbook will be incorporated in the bylaws.
3. Mr. Pokladowski moves to approve the new proposed financial bylaws.
4. Ms. Pickens seconds.
a. Mr. Josephson asks to amend the motion to include reference to the club handbook.
5. Mr. Pokladowski so amends.
6. Ms. Pickens seconds.
7. Motion to approve the new financial bylaws with an amendment to include reference to the new club handbook passes. 
ii. Bylaws
1. Election Bylaw:
a. Mr. Pokladowski explains that there is a discrepancy between the election bylaw and the calendar this year.
b. Mr. Josephson explains that he does not read it the same way.
c. Mr. Pokladowski moves to amend so that elections are held no later than four weeks into school.
d. Mr. Josephson seconds the motion.
e. Ms. Wilson says that there is a bylaw that already gives us another option.
f. Mr. Schwarz asks about Chapman Law Day and suggests having a full-board by the time this event comes about.
i. Mr. Schwarz states that we will benefit by having new members on board as soon as possible.
g. Mr. Pokladowski explains that his thinking is to give the new students a sufficient amount of time to get to know each other before elections take place. 
h. Mr. Josephson explains that the new members would not be seated any earlier.
i. Ms. Wilson brings up the problem of voting on Friday.
j. Ms. Bennett asks for a point of clarification. 
k. Ms. Mikhail asks if the voting would be the same date.
l. Ms. Sayegh suggests that we word it so that it would not be earlier than a certain date.
m. Ms. Pickens explains that a deadline is necessary. 
n. Ms. Sayegh moves to amend the motion to include a provision so that the election is not held earlier than a specific date.
o. Mr. Pokladowski withdraws his motion and moves to change the bylaw so it states that elections will be held during fourth week of school.
p. Ms. Pickens seconds.
q. Motion to change the bylaw so it states that elections will be held during fourth week of school passes.
IV. Committee Chair Reports 
1. Student Affairs-Daniel Josephson 
i. Orientation Report
1. Mr. Josephson says that Orientation was a success, and thanks everyone for helping out.
ii. Big Sibling Program Update
1. Mr. Josephson recommends matching up the big siblings based on prior professors for next year. 
a. Mr. Josephson says that a problem arose as he was not able to get a track assignment list at an earlier time.
2. Mr. Josephson explains that he wants to have more events with big siblings, and continue the relationship throughout the year.
3. Ms. Drake asks about those big siblings who did not show up.
a. Mr. Josephson says he will take care of that problem.
iii. Mr. Josephson says that he has spoken to Jeff Weikel and blinds will be installed in the Student Lounge by the second week of school.
iv. Parking:
1. Mr. Josephson says that the parking fee went up, and he cannot do anything about it.
2. Mr. Josephson says that he is not happy about the surprise increase, and he would like to know beforehand if the school plans to raise the fee. 
a. Ms. Sayegh suggests that we be proactive, not reactive, and suggests that we should tackle this issue now, rather than later.
b. Mr. Josephson says that he would like to suggest a Parking Committee on which to have a student member.
c. Mr. Hafstrom says that he will find out about creating a parking committee.
d. Ms. Bennett asks about a synopsis for increased fees.
e. Mr. Josephson says that there is a flyer explaining the increase in fees.
f. Ms. Wilson says that the online registration is doing well. 
g. Mr. Schwarz asks about Safe Rides to the overflow lot.
i. Mr. Hafstrom says that there is supposed to be a Safe Rides procedure if you ask the front desk.
ii. Ms. Pickens says that Dean Dummit has had a problem with this service.
h. Mr. Hafstrom explains that we have AS Liaisons to help with this issue.
2. Academic Affairs-Marvin Adviento
i. Mr. Pokladowski speaks as a proxy for the absent Mr. Adviento.
ii. Schedules for Spring:
1. Mr. Pokladowski says that Mr. Adviento received 53 emails with requests and will be taking them to Dean Howe.
2. Mr. Pokladowski says that there is also a request for class on legal drafting on pleadings that will be addressed to Dean Howe.
3. Mr. Pokladowski reminds everyone to get in front of the class and ask about classes they would like to see on the Spring Schedule.
iii. Bar Review:
1. Mr. Pokladowski says that the faculty will hold bar review sessions on Saturdays during the Spring Semester. 
iv. Academic Support Program:
1. Mr. Pokladowski says that the interview process for the head of this department has begun.
2. Mr. Schwarz asks about trying to get members of the faculty selection committee on this committee.
3. Ms. Weissburg says that we discussed bringing Mr. Adviento in on that process.
v. Dean’s Fora
1. Mr. Pokladowski says that Mr. Adviento has dates for the forums.
a. Mr. Pokladowski says that the fall forum is scheduled for Wednesday, September 29, 2004.
b. Mr. Pokladowski says that the spring forum is scheduled for Wednesday, March 16, 2004.
c. Mr. Pokladowski says that the Legal Research and Writing forum is scheduled for Wednesday, April 20, 2004.
i. Ms. Weissburg suggests that we hold this forum  as soon as possible.
ii. Mr. Pokladowski says he will check with Mr. Adviento and get back to the Board.
3. Event Affairs-Lani Goodman 
i. Back-to-School Night Bash
1. Ms. Goodman reminds everyone that the Back-to-School Event is at Dave and Buster’s this Friday.
a. Ms. Goodman says that we need to publicize the event as much as possible.
b. Ms. Goodman says that we will have a raffle at the event. 
c. Ms. Goodman says that we have flyers to put up as soon as possible.
d. Mr. Josephson asks about getting faculty there.
e. Mr. Hafstrom suggests setting out a table.
f. Ms. Goodman says that tickets will be available at the Reception Desk.
g. Mr. Wolf says that he will send out the flyer for Ms. Goodman.
h. Ms. Pickens asks if the 1L’s have been sufficiently informed regarding the event.
i. Ms. Bennett suggests sending an email invitation to the faculty.
4. ABA-LSD-Rachel Pickens
i. ABA Annual Meeting in Atlanta

1. Ms. Pickens says that there were policy issues discussed, including the Loan Repayment Assistance Programs (Law Rap). 
a. Ms. Pickens says that the ABA is trying to get with the medical students’ position to help in loan repayment for law students.
i. Ms. Pickens says that Congressmen and Senators are very receptive to this idea.
b. Ms. Pickens explains that the ABA is also lobbying to help current law students with loan deferment, and says that further information is available at aba.net. 
c. Ms. Pickens explains that Chapman does not have a Law RAP program, but many schools do have it.
ii. Resolutions:
1. Ms. Pickens says that the ABA-LSD has voted to denounce the US News and World Report Rankings, as they have recognized problems with the methodological rankings.
a. Ms. Pickens says that there will be some change to the ranking system.
2. Ms. Pickens says that LSD has voted to have 2006 Annual Meeting in Hawaii.
3. Ms. Pickens says that the ABA-LSD was able to keep the LSD in attendance at the Annual Meeting. 
a. Ms. Pickens explains that it is an important place to meet influential people in the law.
