1. Call to Order 
a. Mr. Hafstrom calls the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.
b. Mr. Hafstrom welcomes the newly elected members from the 1L class.
2. Reading and Approval of Minutes from 8/29/04
a. Mr. Wolf explains that he has handed out some copies of the minutes from the previous meeting and apologizes for the delay and the mistake in the email.
b. Mr. Schwarz gives suggestions as to changes to Mr. Howe and Ms. Berry. 
c. Mr. Josephson states that a change is needed to the Committee Chair Reports in that the comment was by Mr. Johnson not Mr. Josephson. 
d. Mr. Johnson provides suggestion to save Mr. Wolf some time. 
e. Ms Mikhail suggests changes to the locker issue. 
f. Mr. Wolf moves to approve the minutes with the mentioned revisions.
g. Mr. Josephson seconds.
h. Motion for approval of minutes passes unanimously. 
3. Officer Reports 
a. President-James Hafstrom
i. Mr. Hafstrom welcomes the newly elected members from the 1L class.
ii. Mr. Hafstrom explains that he wants to stream-line the meetings. 
b. Vice President-Tom Pokladowski
i. Mr. Pokladowski says that the office hours issue will be addressed via the bylaws. 
c. Secretary-Saul Wolf
i. Mr. Wolf explains to the 1L’s that he will be asking for their help in Publicity. 
d. Treasurer-Erika Drake
i. Budget:
1. Ms. Drake passes out an amended budget and summary.
2. Ms. Drake discusses the locker issue and says that we made more money than expected
3. Ms. Drake discusses Back to School Night and says that we are $200 short of our proposed budget, suggests that we move money from reserves instead of amending the budget.
a. Ms. Drake explains that the total cost was $ 4405.93.
4. Mr. Josephson asks where the money would come from for the extra money. 
5. Ms. Drake says that the money should come from reserves. 
ii. SBA Budget Summary:
1. Ms. Drake says that the money spent by the clubs is shown on the summary.
2. Ms. Drake explains that the operating fund budget was well short, and we need to add to that budget.
3. Ms. Drake explains that check requests should be two weeks in advance to prevent problems. 
4. Mr. Schwarz moves to approve the $200 from capital reserves.
5. Mr. Josephson seconds.
6. Ms. Wilson asks for amendment for the exact value from SBA reserves, not capital reserves.
7. Mr. Schwarz amends to move to approve the moving of $121.43 from SBA reserves to make up the difference from Back-to-School Night. 
8. Mr. Josephson seconds.
9. Motion passes, twenty-six (26) votes to one (1). 
iii. Operating Fund
1. Ms. Drake suggests increasing the amount budget for the operating fund.
2. Mr. Phillips moves to charge any SBA member if they want a reprint of business cards.
3. Mr. Josephson seconds.
4. Ms. Weissburg points out that there were necessary reprints that shouldn’t require being charged.
5. Mr. Phillips withdraws his motion. 
6. Ms. Drake says that there is money to be spent in the reserves that will not be spent otherwise.
 
7. Mr. Schwarz says that he would like the money spent on something worthwhile. 
e. Parliamentarian-Nadine Sayegh
i. Ms. Sayegh explains her role to make the meetings more efficient.
1. Ms. Sayegh passes out parliamentary procedures.
ii. Ms. Sayegh says that the one-hour required office hour is consistent with the bylaws.
1. Ms. Sayegh passes out proposals on new bylaws and explains that she will pass out proposals for new bylaws in future meetings. 
iii. Ms. Wilson asks for Ms. Sayegh to also email the bylaws. 
4. Committee Chair Reports 
a. Student Affairs-Daniel Josephson 
i. Mr. Josephson moves to include the parking issue under this section of the agenda. 
ii. Mr. Wolf seconds.
iii. Motion passes unanimously.
iv. Internet Cutoff Switch Issue:
1. Mr. Josephson moves to approve the adoption of the resolution.
2. Mr. Wolf seconds. 
3. Mr. Hafstrom opens the floor for discussion. 
4. Mr. Josephson discusses the resolution regarding the internet use.
5. Mr. Johnson says that he opposes the backing of this resolution.
6. Ms. Sayegh says that there is no bylaw regarding resolutions, but there should be an amendment to add a number to the resolution. 
7. Mr. Pokladowski does not support this resolution, as we should pick our battle.
8. Mr. Phillips explains why the internet is necessary, and how every one of his constituents has said that they do not support internet-cutoff switches. 
a. Mr. Phillips suggests tabling this resolution for next week and shortening the resolution. 
9. Mr. Newman asks about what incident brought on this resolution.
a. Mr. Josephson discusses the surrounding circumstances.
10. Mr. Newman says that he believes the professor should be able to control the classroom.
11. Mr. Josephson moves for five minutes of discussion.
12. Ms. Sayegh seconds.
13. Ms. Goodman and Mr. Johnson give their reasons as to why the internet switch is not a problem. 
14. Ms. Weissburg says that the internet is not the only method of distraction for students. 
15. Ms. Mikhail explains that the resolution is not necessarily a fight, but only a statement of our position.
16. Mr. Hafstrom explains that a resolution is a new thing to SBA. 
17. Mr. Kugelman explains that Black’s Dictionary is necessary online. 
18. Mr. Josephson amends the motion to adopt the resolution with Bill # 01-0405 and calls to question.
19. Motion to adopt the resolution with Bill # 01-0405 passes, eighteen (18) votes to nine (9). 
v. Parking Issue:
1. Mr. Josephson explains that Ms. Sayegh has drafted a resolution regarding parking and will take care of this in committee.
vi. Facilities:
1. Mr. Josephson asks for any concerns regarding the Student Lounge to come to him. 
a. Mr. Josephson explains that students should call facilities if there is a problem. 
2. Mr. Josephson says that there is a new refrigerator.
a. Mr. Josephson says that the 1L’s will be lucky to take care of a new fridge.
3. Mr. Josephson says that blinds should be installed very soon. 
vii. Questions/Comments:
1. Ms. Weissburg brings up the ant problem.
a. Mr. Johnson says that exterminators are being hired to take care of the ant problem and 
2. Mr. Hafstrom explains the parking issue, and will meet with the parking committee.
a. Mr. Josephson explains the circumstances as to why parking is an issue. 
b. Ms. Pickens is concerned that the overflow lot will not be enough.
c. Ms. Mikhail says that professors need to understand the parking problem in context of the attendance policy.
b. Academic Affairs-Marvin Adviento
i. Dean’s Forum:
1. Mr. Adviento says that the Dean’s Forum will be on September 29th.
2. Mr. Adviento asks about putting money aside for refreshments.
3. Mr. Adviento moves to expend no more than $400 for refreshments for the Dean’s Forum.
4. Ms. Wilson seconds.
5. Mr. Adviento amends to have $400 in the case that the Dean doesn’t pay for the refreshments. 
6. Motion to expend no more than $400 for refreshments in case Dean Williams does not pay for refreshments passes, twenty-five (25) votes to one (1), with one (1) abstention. 
ii. LRW Forum:
1. Mr. Adviento explains that there is a need for an LRW forum. 
2. Mr. Adviento says that it will be Sept. 22nd LRW forum. 
3. Mr. Adviento says that he is waiting for confirmation from Dean Williams, but Professor Wellford will be there.
iii. Scheduling:
1. Mr. Adviento says that he has presented the list for new classes to Dean Howe.
2. Dean Howe said that Environmental Litigation, Sales, Adjudicated Process, Legal Drafting Class, and Law and Economics are possible classes for upcoming schedules. 
3. Dean Howe says that other evening classes are going to be added. 
iv. Final Exam Scheduling:
1. Mr. Adviento explains how the faculty and administration schedules the final exams. 
a. Mr. Adviento says that Dean Howe would like conflict problems addressed to him. 
v. Schedule:
1. Mr. Adviento says that the finalized schedule will be released in November. 
vi. Two-Course Maximum:
1. Mr. Adviento says that only tenured professors can waive the two-class maximum. 
a. Mr. Adviento says that Dean Howe will make adjustments accordingly if a professor is willing to waive the maximum.
vii. Specific Time for Classes:
1. Mr. Adviento says that the problem of block scheduling may conflict with professors’ other schedules. 
viii. Academic Support Program
1. Mr. Adviento says that Administration has hired Jane Kacer to head this department.
a. Mrs. Kacer is currently an Associate at Rutan and Tucker and will be a full-time administrator under this program. 
ix. Questions/Comments:
1. Mr. Schwarz asks about appointing students to the academic committee.
2. Mr. Schwarz said that the student-faculty ratio may be a problem. 
a. Ms. Pickens says that Professor Eastman is trying to protect the student-faculty ration.
3. Ms. Weissburg asks about AALS requirements for student-faculty ratios. 
c. Event Affairs-Lani Goodman
i. Chapman Law Day:
1. Ms. Goodman says that the next event will be Chapman Law Day and SBA will have a shade tent as its booth.
2. Ms. Goodman says that the picture booth idea needs discussion. 
a. Ms. Goodman said that Mr. Schwarz and Ms. Phillips will be in charge of the picture booth. 
3. Ms. Drake moves to approve an expenditure of no more than $200 for purchase/rental of a tent.
4. Mr. Roach seconds.
5. Ms. Drake amends to approve an expenditure of no more than $400 from general reserves for the rental of a tent. 
6. Mr. Pokladowski seconds. 
7. Ms. Mikhail suggests a purchase if possible. 
8. Ms. Drake says that a purchase is too expensive.
9. Ms. Goodman calls to question. 
10. Motion to approve an expenditure of no more than $400 from general reserves for the rental of a tent passes unanimously. 
11. Ms. Goodman says that volunteers are necessary for the booth and the pictures.
ii. Questions/Comments:
1. Mr. Schwarz asks about tables being set up.
2. Mr. Hafstrom says that facilities are sending over tables to the event. 
3. Mr. Schwarz asks about the timing of the event, and 
4. Mr. Johnson suggests borrowing tents from facilities.
iii. Barrister’s Ball:
1. Ms. Goodman says that the location is being selected for the Ball, and is open to suggestions.
2. Ms. Drake asks about a price per plate.
3. Ms. Goodman is not sure of this yet as she is surveying for prices.
4. Ms. Goodman encourages 1L’s to join the committee. 
iv. Halloween Party:
1. Ms. Goodman says that she is open to suggestions for the Halloween Party.
v. Questions/Comments:
1. Ms. Pickens asks about Bar Reviews.
2. Ms. Goodman says that Mr. Phillips will be in charge of Bar Reviews.
3. Mr. Phillips takes questions in regards to Bar Reviews. 
d. ABA-LSD-Rachel Pickens 
i. What is ABA:
1. Ms. Pickens explains that membership with the ABA is not required, and is not like the OCBA or California Bar Association.
ii. Fall Roundtable: 
1. Ms. Pickens says that the annual fall roundtable will be held in Las Vegas on Oct. 16th at UNLV School of Law. 
a. Ms. Pickens says that ABA has reserved a block of rooms at Bourbon Street.
b. Ms. Pickens encourages attendance at the Fall Roundtable.
iii. Law School Bash:
1. Ms. Pickens says that The Law School Bash is soon, and will be held in Los Angeles in September. 
e. Webmaster-Jennifer Weissburg
i. Web Posting:
1. Ms. Weissburg asks for the Executive Board’s help  in securing a credit card for the web-posting.
ii. Jeffrey Wong:
1. Mr. Hafstrom explains that Jeffrey Wong works for the faculty, not the students.
2. Ms. Weissburg asks for any other internet related problems to be sent to her. 
5. Unfinished Business
a. SBA Room Location:
i. Mr. Hafstrom explains that the SBA office has now been moved next to the Student Lounge and keys are now available. 
b. Student Memorials
i. Mr. Hafstrom explains that the University would like to include our memorials at the main University campus.
ii. Mr. Hafstrom tables the issue. 
6. New Business 
a. Exams-Prof. Wise
i. Ms. Reitz explains that Professor Wise’s exams had been shredded when asked for the exam.
ii. Ms. Reitz explains that there are other issues with other professors.
iii. Ms. Reitz will be contacting Mr. Adviento regarding these issues. 
b. Open Houses-9/25
i. Mr. Hafstrom says that there are now student ambassadors, so there is no need for volunteers.
ii. Mr. Pokladowski moves to suspend SBA involvement in the Open House.
iii. Mr. Josephson seconds. 
iv. Ms. Weissburg calls to question.
v. Mr. Phillips objects to the call to question. 
vi. Ms. Pickens explains that this is not right on the part of faculty. 
vii. Ms. Drake explains her position as an ambassador, and does not think that SBA should completely suspend its involvement in the Open Houses. 
viii. Mr. Phillips explains that he would still be willing to volunteer despite the ambassadors.
ix. Ms. Pickens says that she is not happy with this decision by the administration based on previous participation and responses by administration.
x. Mr. Pokladowski amends to suspend mandatory SBA participation in Open Houses. 
xi. Mr. Wolf seconds.
xii. Ms. Wilson explains that she is offended by the action of the school in paying students to represent the school. 
xiii. Ms. Mikhail is upset that the school did not open up the opportunity for applications. 
xiv. Mr. Wolf calls to question.
xv. Motion to suspend mandatory SBA participation in Open Houses passes unanimously with three (3) abstentions. 
c. Committee appointments
i. Mr. Hafstrom explains that there are eight committees upon which we do not have student involvement and which we may have student involvement. 
1. Mr. Josephson asks about the commitment to these committees.
ii. Academic Support Committee:
1. Mr. Hafstrom asks for any interests in this committee. 
2. Mr. Hafstrom moves to approve Mr. Adviento as the representative for the Academic Support Committee. 
3. Ms. Wilson seconds.
4. Motion to approve Mr. Adviento as the representative for the Academic Support Committee passes unanimously. 
iii. Admissions Committee:
1. Mr. Hafstrom asks for appointments 
2. Ms. Sayegh moves to approve Mr. Schwarz and Mr. Phillips as representatives on the Admissions Committee. 
3. Mr. Wolf seconds.
4. Motion to approve Mr. Schwarz and Mr. Phillips as representatives on the Admissions Committee passes unanimously.
5. Ms. Kong asks about what each committee does.
6. Mr. Hafstrom says that he is not sure. 
iv. Judicial Clerkships Committee:  *Under discussion.
1. Ms. Sayegh moves to approve Ms. Pickens as the representative on the Judicial Clerkships Committee.
2. Mr. Hafstrom seconds.
3. Motion to approve Ms. Pickens as the representative on the Judicial Clerkships Committee passes unanimously. 
v. Long Range Planning Committee: (AALS)
1. Mr. Hafstrom explains what this committee entails. 
2. Mr. Phillips suggests 1Ls serve on the committee
3. Mr. Pokladowski says that the faculty would not like a 1L on the committee. 
4. Ms. Sayegh suggests that a 1L serve as a shadow. 
5. Ms. Drake moves to approve Ms. Bennett as the representative on the Long Range Planning Committee.
6. Mr. Adviento seconds.
7. Motion to approve Ms. Bennett as the representative on the Long Range Planning Committee passes unanimously. 
8. Mr. Phillips moves to approve Ms. Kong as the shadow to Ms. Bennett.
9. Mr. Pokladowski seconds.
10. Motion approve Ms. Kong as the shadow to Ms. Bennett passes unanimously. 
vi. Library Committee:
1. Ms. Wilson moves to approve Mr. Roach as the representative with Mr. Kugelman as a shadow.
2. Mr. Hafstrom seconds. 
3. Motion passes unanimously. 
vii. Space Planning Committee:
1. Mr. Schwarz moves to approve Ms. Weissburg and Ms. Henderson.
2. Mr. Josephson seconds.
3. Mr. Adviento calls to question.
4. Mr. Johnson objects.
5. Mr. Adviento withdraws. 
6. Mr. Johnson states that we need to ensure attendance at the meeting. 
7. Ms. Sayegh calls to question.
8. Motion for approval of Ms. Weissburg and Ms. Henderson as representatives on the Space Planning Committee passes unanimously. 
viii. Teaching Effectiveness Committee:
1. Mr. Johnson moves for approval of Ms. Wilson as representative on the Teaching Effectiveness Committee. 
2. Mr. Adviento Seconds
3. Motion for Ms. Wilson passes unanimously.

1. Mr. Phillips moves for approval of Mr. De La Cruz and Mr. Josephson to serve on the Parking Committee.
2. Mr. Roach seconds.
3. Motion for De Law Cruz and Mr. Josephson passes unanimously.
