The photo
represents her as a young child on the left side and a grown woman on the right. The left half shows her,
bruised and near the edge of becoming broken. But with her hope and belief, she was able to bear and
survive the unimaginable. After she was liberated in April 1945, her life changed completely. The right
side portrays her as a more mature woman. Although she was liberated and set free, she could never
erase the mental scars left from the infamous event which claimed many lives and haunted the rest of
the survivors.
